As I write these words, it's Monday, mid-morning, Saint 
Patrick's Day 2003, our president is advising UN inspectors to 
leave Iraq. Germany has closed its embassy in Baghdad and the 
sky over Ada is crystal blue. 

For 2 years, 6 months, and 6 days we have heard from diplo­
mats, heads of states, religious leaders and people interviewed by 
the Kenton Times, regarding war against terrorism and Iraq. 

People of the Book (Muslims, Christians, and Jews) have turned 
to scripture and found the answers they were looking for, valida­
tion of a predisposition to war or peace. I even saw a sign last 
week that read, "Give War a Chance." And as you read these 
words, that may be exactly what is now happening. 

I have often gone to scripture in a vain attempt to clearly under­
stand things like just wars and the morality of preemptive strikes. 
I have read Joel 3:10 "beat your plowshares into swords and your 
pruning hooks into spears" and I have read Isaiah 2:4 where God 
intervenes and people beat their swords into plowshares and their 
spears into pruning hooks. 

I have read Luke 22:36 where Jesus advises his disciples to sell 
their cloak and buy a sword.

I agree with former President Jimmy Carter, 
Sunday school teacher and winner of the Nobel Peace Prize, who 
said during his Nobel Lecture in Oslo on December 10th, "War 
may sometimes be a necessary evil.

I pray that as we read my brief rambling, we have not yet been 
forced to kill children as a way of elusively pursuing peace.
