“Know It All' Teeners Concede

Old Folks Have Edge On Brains

Despite what vou may hear and
read about the brazen, cocksure,
know-it-all attitude of modern
American youth, most kids today
don’t think they are as smart as
their parents,

When it comes to biain matter,
Mom and Dad rate pretty high
with their offspring in most fami-
lies throughout the land.

Only 12 per cent of the teen-agers
we interviewed in a nationwide
survey regarded themselves as
smarter than their parents. The
vast majority -~ more than 59 per
cent - stated emphatically that
Mom and Dad were a good deal

. Emarter than they were, A minor-
ity faction of 24 per cent hedged
. & bit and locked upon themselves
as being just as smart — but no
smarter — than Mom and Dad.

Less than 5 per <ent took the tact-

ful way about by avoiding the

question altogether,

‘This was only one of the ques-
tions we asked in trying to deter-
mine what young people today
think of their parents’ slall at

" child raising.

What we wanted was a candid,

no holds barred appraisal of Mom
" and Dad as seen through the lov-
ing eyes of their offspring. How
do parents rate with their chil-
dren a5 disciplinarians?” As guid-
ance counsellors and home psy-
chologists? As friends? As confi-
dants?

Will there be any changes made
when the youth of foday take over
as the parents of tomorrow?
Would Mom and Dad have done
hetter by sticking claser to the
child psychology books?

It took some courage to answer
these questions in a frank man-
- ner, but maost of the young people

charged in fearlessly. The an-
- swers we received were often
painfully frank, amazingly
shrewd in a way that only youth
can be, and, at times, heart warm-
ing and heart rending.

They're The Tops

In the overall standings, the
parents of today ranked as world
champions in any league. Fully 68
per cent of the youngsiers inter-
viewed reported that their parents
handled them right “most of the
time."

Another 18 per cent went all
out and said their parents did

]

»

right by them “all the time.” At
the other end of the spectrum, 10
per’ cent reported their parents
handled them properly “half the
time” and 4 per cent checked
“hardly ever.”

When it came to complaints,
disciplina — too stnict or too le-
nient — led the list by 2 wide
margin.

One girl, 16-yearold Brenda
Brindley of Liitle Rock, Ark.,
even had a double barreled com-
plaint in this department. “Par-
ets, at least my set,” she com-
mented, “are too particular. They
are either too strict ur too lenient.
You never know where you're at
with them.”

Another girl said her parents
“tend to be overbearing when
they only mean to be helpful,”

Tact Suggested

A Birmingham, Ala., bey, 17-

vear-old Graham Price, observed

meant too much flexibility in fam-
ily rules until the teen-ager nev-
er knew when he or she could
cross the line with impunity. In
other cases, the complaint was
that older or younger brothers
were allowed a different—ususlly
an easier—standard.
For the rest, 7 per cent thought
their parents were too strict and
6 per cent thought they were too
lenient. “‘Parents generally seem
to be biased by the old school and
lose sight of modern circum-
stances,” complained up-to-date
Lucia Verde of Yonkers, N.Y.
Hers was a common complaint,
too. Quite a few teen-apers re-
garded their {ather as an old fos-
sil from a dead civilization and
their mothers as quaint museum
pieces. Youthful opinion has not
changed much in this respect
since our survey of last Novem-
ber when 49 per cent of the girls
thought Mom was old fashioned
and 36 per cent of the boys felt
that Dad was living in the past.
Antiquity aside, 9 out of 10
young people regarded their par-
ents as sufficiently affectionate
to them. Of these, 8 out of 10 said
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kide and be more consistent In
discipline as well az very af-
fectionate.”
"Give them more guidance and
attention.”
“I think I would be less likely
to side with the younger child,”
“I would trust them and make
sure they know it."
“More affection and a better
religiovy background.”
Roberta Martin, 16, showed she
knew the ropes when it cam# to
walking the parental tightrope. I
will neither spoil mine not be too
tyranical,” she pledged.
Parents Are Wisest People
Would the parents of today have
done better by studying child psy-
chology books? No, answered 3
out of 4 of today's teen-agers.
‘Less planned psychology sad
more teaching by example,” ad-
vised young Peter Wolff of Haver-
ford, Pa. “This would be a far
more intelligent way of bringing
up children.”
An 18-yearold North Carolina
boy thought psychalogy should be
directed at parents and not chil-
dren. Aralyzing his parents, he
said: “Their own peuroses pre-
veted them from dealing with
me effectively.”

that “‘many parents want their
children to be good so badly that
they try too hacd to control them
and never succeed at afl.”

Janet, a 17-yearold Albany,
N.Y., miss was shockingly blunt
about parental discpline ih her
home. “I wish they'd mind their
own business,” she huffed. “T am
old enough to take care of my-
self.”

Some youngsters thought their
parents could be a little mere
tactful in maintaining discipline.
Kathy Haynes of Evanswnile, Ind.,
put it this way: “The average
parent does not put enough trust
and responsibility in their teen-
agers.”

But Lonnie Hariwell, a Florida
lad, had no complaints whatso-
ever in this department. “My par-
ents,”” he proudly answered,
“treat me and my activities with
care and sound judgment.”

Most of the nation’s teen-apers
could say the same. The vast ma-
jority, 642 per cent by our sur-
vey, felt that discipline meted out
to them was just right. As 13-
vear-old Gaye of Little Rock,
Ark, expressed it: "My parents
are very lenient. They understand
most of my worries.” She under-
lined the word “most.”

Consistency Craved

Inconsistency 1n sdministering
discipline was charged by 228
per cent of the boys and girls in-
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they were sometimes downright
embarrassed by an overdisplay
of affection by their parents to-
ward them in public. A Richmond,
Wash., boy was excesdingly neu-
tral about the whaole' question.
“No special affection is ever dis-
played to me,” he wrote, “‘and
I like it that way.”

--. They Hope To Do Better

How will teen-agers bring up
their own children? What lessons
have they learned in this respect
from their parents? The answers
to these questions would com-
prise an interesting guide to fam-
ily relations. Here are some typ-
ical examples:

“Whip them and be rougher.
That's the only way to discipline
youngsters.”

“No arguments ever over
money.”

"I would give reasons to my
children for my fleelings and ac-
tions in any situations which come
up and not give a point-blank yes
or no answer.”

*I will never say ‘I didn't have
it when I was your age™"——

“I would try to avoid hasty de-
cisions and losing my temper.”

City boy, siding with the minarity

Thousands
Yiew Test
Satellite

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., July 19 #f
—Thousands of eyes were turned
skyward tonight to glimpse a faint
light — simulating a satellite
streaking across the skies of the
United States — in a nationwide
test of “Moonwatch.”

Weather condibons were good

over most of the country for this
test of the skywatchers who are
preparing to report on the arti-
ficial satellite — or satellites —
which the United States will
launch during the international
geophysical year.
Some 2,000 observers associated
with 90 stations across the coun-
try—in more than 30 states were
lined up for tonight’s experiment.
Ultimately, it is hoped to have
watchers in every state, accord-
ing to Moonwatch headquarters of
the Smithsonian astrophysical ab-
servatory, located at Harvard
University cbservatory here,

The ‘‘satellite” the watchers
were seeking tonight was a bat-
tery-powered light towed across
the sky by a Civil Air Patrol
plane at a height of 7,000 feet, at
100 miles an hour, The light had
been carefully checked to be sure
that it gave just the faint degree
of brightness given off by a real
man-made satellite,

Tonight's test was arranged to
begin a half hour after local sun-
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set—continuing for 90 minutes.

Frenchmen -
Give Premier

Wider Power

PARIS, July 19 t®% -— Premier
Maurice Bourges-Maunoury today
won a free hand in Algeria and
wider police powers at home to
stamp out rebellion and terroristic
violence,

The National Assembly endorsed
the Premier's special powers bill
by the surprising margin of 280-
183, on a formal vote of confidence
in his Cabinet and its program.
The measure now goes to the
upper house, the Council of the
Republic, where little opposition
is expected. '

The ballot was the Iast major
hurdle to Parliament’s summer
recess, and virtually assured
Bourges-Maunoury of remaining
in power until 1all. The Assembly
followed wp its confidence vote
with & decision to go or’holiday
at the end of next week,

The Assembly’s decision gives
the government the almost un-
precedenteu power to establish
peacetime internment camps in
France to confine Algerian rebels
arrested in France.

A key clause of the bill sets
up several exceptions to the nor-
mal French criminal code to per-
mit police action against threats
te the securify of the state.
Longer terms of detention are
permitted for certain types of
crime such as illegal possession of
firearms, extortioen, collect-
ing funds for outlawed organiza-
tions or propaganda for rebels,
Police are allowed to hold a per-
son under “preventive arrest” for
31 days. Normally, the limit of
detention is five days, -

They would also be allowed to

make house searches and arresis
at night. Normally police cannat
carry out searches at cight,
The section applying to Algeria
simply renewe: powers originally
granted 18 months ago to the Guy
Mollet Cabinet. There was little
opposition to this part of the bill.
But the opposition protested the
other parts would undermine re-
spect for civil rights in France
and open the door to ‘‘Fascist”
rule. The Premier assertéd that
police need more leeway to cope
with 2 tide of ganglano-tvpe vio-
lence among some 300,000 Al
gerians living and working in
Trance.
