Several times he threatened to

jump, and sat on the ledge with
his legs swinging over several
hundred feet of emptiness.

Below, on Sixth Street and Col-
lege Street, s e v e r a l hundred
people milled about, trying to
catch sight of him. Patrons of a
hotel dining room across Sixth
Street also stared.

Terrill talked about being a
paratrooper and insisted he was
going off the ledge "because 1
did terrible things in Korea."

When Maj. M a r s h a l l began
reading 'from the gospels. Terrill
collapsed.

Police took Terrill to the Veter-
an's Administration H o s p i t a l
where he had formerly been an
outpatient.
