
Work Started
On Addition
At St. Rita's

Chapel, 14-Bed
Space Provided By
Expansion Program

.Work has started on an addition
to St. Rita's Hospital which will
provide space for a first floor,
160-seat chapel and space for 14
additional hospital beds on the sec-
ond floor.

Approximate cost of the project
Is 565,900, Sister Mary Aquin, hos-
pital administrator, said today. The
addition should be completed
within three months, she added. *

The addition will add two floors
to the one-story emergency and
out-patient section on the ground
floor at the southwest corner of
the building. The addition meas-
ures approximately 94 by 31 feet.

The new chapel will replace the
present one and will be more cen-
trally located for use by hospital
personnel, patients, nurses and
Sisters, the administrator said.

THE NEW CHAPEL originally

was meant to be included in the
addition built in 1948 but could not
be completed at that time, Sister
Mary Aquin said.

The Sisters of Mercy, who oper-
ate the hospital, now have ap-
proved the addition because it will
provide space for the additional
hospital beds for general medical
and surgical patients, she added.

Another factor making the addi-
tion advisable is that the release
and remodeling of the present
chapel space will provide needed
space for business offices and oth-
er services necessary to the opera-
tion of the hospital. Sister Mary
Aquin said.
