Limited contracts for certified personnel which 
were not renewed included those of Bill Brown, Ja n  
Meyer and Jerry Smith.

In other personnel m atters, the resignations of 
high school w restling coach Roger Glaneman and 
superintendent secretary  Judy Gunderman w ere 
accepted; leave of absences to the end of the y ear 
were okayed for teacher Michele Duck and bus 
driver Joan Buchm an; and Title I personnel ap ­
proved were Judy Mumma, Michele Duck, Leigh 
Hutson, Shirley Powell, Phyllis Crossland, and Vio­
let Harmon,

Butler advised board m em bers that the school 
district may have to dig deeper in to its pockets for 
more money or institute further budget cuts. He 
said state school foundation cuts have taken an­
other $90,000 from the school distric t. That am ount 
had been appropriated, but apparently  board m em ­
bers may have to search to slice the lost revenues 
already budgeted. He added tha t a IO percent roll 
back of monies from the state will not be sent to the 
local district until at least July. That money is 
usually received around April. He also said a s ta te  
House of R epresentatives com m ittee is reviewing a 
bill to increase taxes. If the bill is adopted by the 
General Assembly, it could m ean additional fund­
ing for schools.

School board m em bers were asked by Dennis Mc- 
Vay, spokesman for a group of Oakwood area re s i­
dents who filed a lawsuit against the school board, 
what their plans were on transferring  eighth g ra d ­
ers back to Oakwood.

The Oakwood group had filed a lawsuit seeking to 
reinstate a Junior high at Oakwood. They won the 
suit last sum m er but the school board appealed the 
decision to the Third District Court of Appeals, 
Lima. That court reversed the decision.

Another group spokesman said the appeals court 
judgm ent may be further appealed if the school 
board decides that eighth graders attend the P au ld ­
ing school ra ther than Oakwood. They have 30 days 
from the March 31 appeals court judgment to de­
cide if the case will be appealed.

Board m em ber Monica Wilson told McVay tha t 
the board had not had ample tim e to investigate and 
make a final decision on which building eighth 
graders will attend next school year.

In other business, the board:
— approved the purchase of two Blue Bird buses 

from Sharrock Bus Sales, Beaverdam , at an ap ­
proxim ate cost of $48,947 each. The school d istric t 
will receive partial reim bursem ent from the state .

— accepted revised insurance values for build­
ings. The d istric t’s buildings were appraised a t $6,- 
722,457, but values were decreased by $132,696 in the 
final year of a three-year contract.

— was advised by Butler that inclement w eather 
had postponed repa irs of leaking roofs at Oakwood 
and Paulding buildings. He did say that leaks at 
Oakwood had been partially  repaired. The board is 
still investigating repairing those roofs.

— extended the school calendar to June l l  due to 
days missed because of inclem ent weather. S tu­
dents will now attend classes June 1-4 and 7-10 
(June 11 is work day for teachers).

— adopted the 1982-83 school calendar. The first 
day of classes will be Aug. 24 and the final day, May 
26.

— approved a $500 loan for R oger Grimes from  
the Bauer Fund, a rotating tru st loan fund.

— heard a brief presentation by Kevin McDonald 
of Richland Roofing Co., Defiance.

— established length of adm inistra tors’ con­
trac ts . The high school p rincipal’s 11-month con­
tra c t will begin Aug. I and end Ju n e  30, 1983. O ther 
principals’ con tracts , for IO m onths, will begin two 
weeks before and end two weeks after the school 
year.

— held an executive session to consider personnel 
and real estate m atte rs.

— approved financial and trea su re rs  reports.
The board recessed until 8 p.m . today when it will

review, in closed session, applications for the post 
of superintendent.

passed the recertification 
examination.

This basic  nine-hour 
course teaches the CPR 
em ergency first aid proce­
dures, including opening 
and maintaining an a ir­
way, providing artificial

ventilation through rescue 
breathing and providing 
a r t i f i c i a l  c i r c u l a t i o n  
through external cardiac 
compression. The class is 
taught according to stan­
dards set by the American 
H eart Association.

The Association also rec­
ommends a yearly  recerti­
fication course involving a 
perform ance test and w rit­
ten exam. Completing the 
recent recertification pro­

The CPR classes are  of­
fered by the hospital as a 
community service. The 
next session of the basic 
course is scheduled for 
July.
