TANK TO EMPLOY
2,000 FOR YEAR

Rotarians Told Of Future Qut-
ook For Plant

R g

Rl

Aftho the future of the Lima
Tank depot is admittedly uncer-
tain, work seems assured there
for aboui 2,000 persons for at
least one year, the plant’s top ex-
ecutives told Rotary club mem-

bers at a luncheon meeting Mon-
day.
General Marnager T. 0. War-

field and Major Mark Helm, the
commanding officer, told clubmen
of the plant’s wartime activity and
dizcussed briefly plans for the fu-
ture.

Major Helm disclosed that the
“eanning” vrocess for combat
equipment now in progress is ex-
pecied to preserve it in a wusable
condition for half a century.

‘The plant has shipped about
106,000 combat vehicles sinee the
summer of 1943, the major said,
and now has on hand about 2,500
tanks, 3,700 half-tracks and 2,000
other miscellaneous combat ve-
hicles. About 35 per cent of the
operating cost of the depot went
for modification of vehicles for
special military use, 32 per cent
for packaging, and the rest for
miscelianeous tasks, he said.

Warfield predicted a yvear’s em-
ployment for 2,000 persons, then
discloced that when 2300 were
laid off on a seniority basig late
in August, another 300 or 400 quit
to rcivrn fo peacetime jobs.
