—A hard-runnln« Negro sawmill 
worker who jerked loose from 
masked mobsters and bolted into 
hiding in a pine thicket before 
dawn last Friday lay safely in 
a prison cell tonight as federal 
and state officers began a hunt 
for white, men who took him 
at gunpoint from Jail 

Warden Hugh Wilson of 
North Carolina's Central Prison 
said 24-year-old Godwin "Buddy" 
Bush, accused of attempted at-
tack upon a young white woman 
at Rich Square last Thursday 
night, slept well last night and 
ate ravenously. 

The hungry, six-foot Negro 
was brougnt to central prison 
last night for safekeeping after 
his surrender into the FBI pro 
tective custody. 

Meanwhile, state and federal 
officers set out to learn the 
Identities of the armed men who 
took Bush from the Northamp-
ton Jail at Jackson. The masked 
men were in the act of pushing 
him into one of four waiting 
automobiles when he wrenched 
loose and raced off into the pro-
tecting darkness as the crack of 
a rifle rang across his head. 

Fur 48 hoars he remained in 
hIdlQic withont food, but fi-
nally mad« bis way to the 
home of a Negro preacher who 
contacted officers and arrang-
ed the surrender. Bash has 
denied /the charges against 
him. ile said he was waiting 
for his sweetheart on a side-
walk in Rich Bqaare when a 
yonng white stenogra])her be-
came frightened and fled 
screaming.

More Restrictions In Offices 
Present Hurdle, Report 

Shows 
CINCINNATI, May 26—(̂ P)— 

Women have only one hurdle to 
clear completely before they en-
Joy the same privileges accorded 
men as office personnel, a re-
port studied at the 28th annual 
convention of the National Of-
fice Management association in-
dicated today. 

Tile .irrier is smoking on the 
job. 

A comparison of the routines 
of Mr. Average Office Worker" 
and "Miss Average Dffice Work-
er" showed that both work from 
8 a. m. to 5 p. m. in the average 
large firm, get an hour out for 
lunch, Saturday and Sunday off. 
and if they get hungry can buy 
a snack at a dispenser in the of-
fice. 

But on the matter of smoking, 
the report showed women were 
restricted four times as often as 
men, with smoking by the fair 
sex limited by five out of sLx 
companies. 

The companies suryeyed gen-
erally disapproved of smoking 
at desks by both men and wom-
en although 134 of 836 companies 
had no forma! rulings against it. 

However, an additional 382 of-
fices permitted men to light up 
wherever they liked. 

The survey showed smaller of-
fices were more inclined to be 
lenient in their smoking rules. 
Almost half of the companies 
with 300 or fewer office employ-
es did not restrict smoking by 
ipen and over one-sixth gave 
women the same privileges.
