Nearly 80 skeletoms, similar to
Barringer's nd, haie heen taken
feom a grave! pit on the Zimmer-
man Tarm Juring the past vear.
The skeleton harkenn back to
the prehistorlc days when Anier-
ica. was the home of a race
which hunted the heasts of the
forest with a club, to the da¥ys
when savages. if they were thati,
lived ever in fear of thelr own
shadows., ta the dayz Thefore a

languaze Thad Deen developed,
when communiration  with  one
anather was carried eon with

prunts, zrowls and slsns.
L4 % EY
SPZURING my 1R vears stnudy
of anthropology, thia akel-
cton le the most interesting relic
T have possessed,”” Rarringer =aid
Saturday, when ivterviewed

Yet
the skull does nat Tndicate that
the man was a member of efther
the white or hiack tace.
Barrineer has two well-faund-
~d Teasons for belleving the man
might have helanged to a mizrat-
ing tace which eame to Ohio
From California, One of fhese s
that In the craves were found
shells, evidently used as zgorgetes
which are found anly on the Cal-
ifornia roast and on the shores af
the Gulf of Meileo. The shell of
the west cnast 1s of a larger vari-
ety than the others. Those found
in the graves ulso were laree.
& * »*

THE sacond pecuharity  found

by Barringer was the oross-
wise front teeth of the lower Jaw.
Recently, roadbuilders near Red-
ding. Calif., uncovered, under 20
feet of lava, the graves of a race
which had this sharaeteristic. Al-
so in the Roundhead =zraves were
found homemade copper heads.
Beada such as thess were mever
characteristic of the Amerlcan
Indian, Barringer pelnted out
Bartinger estimated that his
find was perhaps 70 or 75 years
old at death. The lower ieeth of
the jaw are welt nreserved. The
upper teeth, tho some are miss-
ing indicate that the man must
have suffered ronsiderahly from
teotharhe,
Only one pire has been found
in the graves thus far unearthed,
indicating that smoking was not
popular with the race,

Tho the c<keleton has  not vet

Barringer communicated his
discovery to Prof. Greenman,
archaenlogist of Ohic State uni-
versity, who like the owner, de-
clined to make any positive
staternenls regarding the history
of the Ttace.

Greenman
plans o 1nspect the graves on the
Zlmmerman farm goon.

Barr, of Lima, designated the
vearly salary as 34,800, When
the hill was revised before ifs en-
actment at Columbus, it was an-
nounced that the salary had been
cut to 54,500.

CITY TO PAY $3,400

However. election board offic
jals said Wednesday that Secrciary
of State Clarence Brown, in a tele-
nhone conversation Tuesday mght,
informed them the bill, as signed
by Gov. George White, recently
gave the salary as 34,500 and spec-
ified that $3.400 is to be annually
paid by the city and $1,400 by the
county.

SHIFTING FRONTIERS
RACING the shifting hands of
population growih is about as
good a way as any of gauging what is
happening to the nation.

A little book, “Population and Its
Distribytion,” just published for, the
advertising agency of J. Walter
Thompson by Harper & Brothers,
sums up some of the frends revealed
by the 1930 census and indicates thati
the American people are still on the
move, even tho the frontier and the
great strefches of unclaimed land in
the far west are no more.

For instance: six American citics
of more than 100,000 population
showed population gains of 100 per
cent or more in the last 10 yvears.

Miami heads. the lisf, with a gain
of 274 per cent. Following it is Long
Beach, Calii., which gained 155 per
cent. Then come Los Angeles, with
a gain of 114 per cent; Houston, wilh
111 per eent; Chattanooga, with 106
per vent, and OQklahoma City, with
103 per cent.

The first thing vou notice in study-
ing that list is the fact that no north-
ernn cily iz represented, The three
leaders lie in those 1iwo “balmy
climate” states par excellence, Flori-
da and California. The fourth iz in
Texas, equally blessed. with- a mild
climate; the fifth iz in Tennessee,
well below the Mason-Dixon line, and
the sixth is in Oklahoma.

In many cases, undoubledly, the

mild winter climate is chiefly respon-

sible {or these cities’ growth. In all
cases the climatic infiuence was prob-
ably very strong. The cold winters
and raw springs of some northern
slates reems tn be getting unpopular.
People are making up their minds to
live where life can he a little easier.

Yet the motive is nothing new in
American history. In  {fact, it has
been predominant from the very be-
sinning.

When an  industrial citvy  such as
Petrnit or Pittshurgh records a big
growth, what does it mean, but that
thousands of people. attracted hy
high wages and plentiful jobs, have
decided fhat the way to an easier life
will he straighter and quickér in 1hé
mirdst of the factories than else-
where? ‘

When an *agricultural state like
lowa or Kansas pulls immigrants
from distent places, is not the same
motive operating in a slightly ditfer-

ent manner? Is not the growth of
such financial and commercial cen-

ters as New York, New Orleans and
Chicago due Lo the same {oive?

As a matter of fact, it has heen
that hunger {for-an easier life that has
led 1o the growth of America from
the very beginning. Americans al-
ways hate Dbeen on the hunt for a
land of promise. They still are. The
family that hops in the flivver and
heads for Miami or Los Angeles is
following ihe same star that led its
various ancestors across the Atlantic.
